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2009 UMCD Global Conference in Seoul, Korea
Twenty–four UMCD members and friends from the US and two from Kenya attended the 2009 UMCD Global Gathering/2nd Global Gathering of Deaf Methodists in Seoul, South Korea.  They arrived on Thursday, July 30, 2009, went on a tour to various on July 31 and August 1 and morning of August 2, 2009. UMCD Global conference began in the afternoon of August 2 and continued until noon, Wednesday, August 5.  About 370 people attended this conference – from the U.S., Kenya, South Korea, Japan, Guam, China, Singapore, Sri Lanka, the Philippines, Vietnam, and Uganda. 
Below are comments from some of our UMCD members who went on this trip:
Greetings in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ and Saviour. I was very impressed at the Korea conference on how to expand Deaf mission to the world. Also the speakers shared wonderful methods of preaching and challenged the Deaf mission to trust and not to turn to every speaker in television programmes.  Deaf people came together and express, share with other countries to empower one another in mission work.  Apostle Paul challenged Christians (Romans 12:2).  God spoke through Paul to transform by renewing our minds. The preacher from Uganda wanted us to know and obey God’s will as we serve the church.  Performers from the Korean Deaf mission presented a wonderful 2-part play - about two groups of people sharing their life experience in the Korean society and the other about how a lady became a Christian. We too need to do our part and bring many new believers in our churches. God is calling us to a new horizon (Jeremiah 29:11-13).  Ttours and seminars were well organized.  Thank you.   Rev. Margaret Mukami, Kenya  (Margaret was elected President of the World Federation of Deaf Methodists.  Congratulations!)
The 2nd World Methodist Mission Conference of the Deaf in Seoul, S. Korea was a wonderful experience! Before the conference we toured downtown Seoul, toured the ancient Imperial Gyeongbokgung Palace, rode the Korean subway, attended a Korean comedy show, toured an ancient Korean Folk Village, visited a cemetery dedicated to martyred Christian missionaries, attended a traditional Korean dance and dinner theater where we were served an elaborate meal, and were treated to three lunches at one church and 2 Korean restaurants. We attended two church services, the first service at Chung Dong First Methodist Church, a hearing Korean church; and the second at the Seoul Methodist Church for the Deaf. I was very moved by the service at the Deaf church and their choir. They extended their hospitality by serving us lunch after the service. Korean food is very different from ours, but I was surprised that I liked most of it. A lot of their food is very spicy, but I avoided eating that kind. We attended the Global Conference in a beautiful mountain retreat setting. 360 Deaf and hearing from 12 different countries attended. Each country had representatives speak about their countries and missions. Some countries are still under communist rule or are primarily Muslim. Their stories of risk of persecution, torture, prison, and death for spreading the Gospel of Jesus Christ really touched me. We are very lucky to have the freedom to worship God and Jesus in America. From an interpreter’s perspective, it was fascinating to watch 5 languages interpreted at the same time, and to hear 2 languages voiced at the same time. There is no language barrier with the Word of God. Before we left Korea, we toured the Korea National Arboretum near the conference center, where they have beautiful gardens and a museum. We also traveled near the DMZ, the border between North and South Korea, and toured museums and a tunnel used by the N. Koreans during the Korean War. The Koreans are a humble, respectful, friendly, and hospitable people. It was a once-in-a lifetime experience. I give God the glory that I was able to travel and be part of that conference. Former UMCD Pres. Candis Shannon

It is with deep sadness that UMCD, and those who loved Candis Shannon, lost a wonderful person.  She was 57 when she passed away on November 10, 2009 of lung cancer. As a child, she was exposed to dangerous asbestos due to her father's employment in the ship building industry; he came home each day covered with asbestos, and the children had no way of avoiding contamination.  She was from Fairbanks, AK.

 

Candis served one term as President of UMCD from 2001 to 2005.  As UMCD Vice-President at the time, I was deeply touched by Candis while she was UMCD President.  She led UMCD during a time of turmoil between signing and non-signing people within UMCD.  She struggled between having a UMCD all- inclusivity that included everybody and having a UMCD that meets the signing community needs.  She believed in inclusivity, but she believed that the needs and concerns of non-signing versus signing deaf and hard of hearing people were (and are) way different.  
Candis told me that it makes more sense to her to let each have their own group.   She was courageous as President to restore UMCD to signing deaf and hard of hearing (as well as hearing) people. Under her leadership, UMCD rewrote the By-Laws to make things clear about returning UMCD to the signing community, and that was the major accomplishment of her term as UMCD President.  She was instrumental in having the first Global UMCD conference in 2005 in Baltimore, MD and the beginnings of the Global UMCD.  

 

Candis was also President of  UMCD-WJ and served the United Methodist Committee on the Ministries of the Deaf, Hard of Hearing, Late- Deafened, and Deaf-Blind. 

To those who knew Candis, she touched each one of us in her own special way.  It was a honor and privilege to work with Candis.  We will remember Candis’ leadership of UMCD with deep appreciation and respect.  We will miss her greatly.

Prior to ordination, Sandi earned a Bachelor of Arts in Deaf Psychology from Loretto Heights College (now Regis University) and a Master of Social Work from the University of Denver where she received additional certification as a Marriage and Family Therapist. Sandi was a therapist at a state psychiatric hospital, maintained a private counseling practice, was an Employee Assistance Program (EAP) therapist, and directed a state program to ensure access to drug and alcohol treatment for the Deaf and hard of hearing. 

Sandi is also a certified interpreter. She taught workshops across the country on interpreting in educational, medical, legal and religious settings.  Upon hearing God's call to ordained ministry, Sandi entered Iliff School of Theology where she earned a Master of Divinity degree and recognition as a United Methodist Scholar. She is in her final year of study for a Doctorate of Ministry at Saint Paul School of Theology in Wesleyan Spirituality and Church Leadership. She served several churches in Colorado before she came to Baltimore.  She also works with Deaf Shalom Zone.

Sandi uses her vast experience in sign language interpretation to coach and mentor interpreters.  Her skills in social work and counseling find good use in providing pastoral care for congregation members and training laity in skill of lay helping ministries.  Mission is one of Sandi's passions and she went on missions to Kenya, Romania, Honduras and Russia, and trips to the Holy Land.
